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SUBROGATION WAIVER

22. Lessor and Lessee each herewith and hereby release and relieve the other and waives its entire right
of recovery against the other for loss or damage arising out of or incident to the perils of fire, explosion or
any other perils described in the “Extended Coverage” insurance endorsement approved for use in the State
of Washington which occurs in, on, or about the Premises, whether due to the negligence of either party,
their agents, employees or otherwise.

DEFAULT BY LESSOR

23. Lessor shall not be in default unless Lessor fails to perform its obligations within thirty (30) days
after notice by Lessee specifying wherein Lessor has failed to perform; provided, that if the nature of
Lessor’s obligation is such that more than thirty (30) days of Lessee’s notice and thereafter completes
Lessor’s performance within a reasonable time.

SALE OF PREMISES BY LESSOR

24. In the event of any sale of the property described in Exhibit “A”, Lessor shall be and is hereby
relieved of all liability under any and all of its covenants and obligations contained in or derived from this
Lease arising out of any at, occurrence or omission occurring after the consummation of such sale; and the
purchaser, at such sale or any subsequent sale of Premises, shall be deemed, without any further agreement
between the parties or their successors in interest or between the parties and any such purchaser, to have
assumed and agreed to carry out and all of the covenants and obligations of the Lessor under this lease.

NOTICE

25. Any notice required to be given by either party to the other pursuant to the provisions of this Lease
or any law, present or future, shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given or sent if
either delivered personally or deposited in the United States mail, postage prepaid, registered or certified,
return receipt requested, addressed to the Lessor at the address set forth on page 1 of this Lease, except that,
upon Lessee’s taking possession of the Leased Premises, the Premises shall constitute Lessee’s address for
notice purposes, or to such other address as either party may designate to the other in writing from time to
time.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

26. It is expressly understood and agreed by Lessor and Lessee that there are no promises, agreements.
conditions, understandings, inducements, warranties, or representations, oral or written, expressed or
implied, between them other than as herein set forth and that this Lease shall not be modified in any manner
except by and instrument in writing and executed by time parties.

BINDING ON HEIRS, SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS
27. The covenants and agreements of this Lease shall be binding upon the heirs, executors,
administrators, successors and assigns of both parties hereto, except as hereinabove provided.

NON-WAIVER OF BREACH

28. The failure of either party to insist on strict performance of any covenant or condition hereof, or to
exercise any option herein contained, shall not be construed as a waiver of such covenant, condition, or
option in any other instance.

SUBORDINATION
29. This lease and the interest of Tenant hereunder shall at all times be subject to any and all now
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effective or hereafter executed mortgages and/or deeds of trust which may now or hereafter affect Lessor’s
estate in the real property of which the Premises form a part and to all renewals, modifications,

replacements, or extensions thereof. Tenant shall promptly execute any instruments which may be required
to evidence such subordination.
