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RE: APPROPRIATION REQUESTS FOR SOLAR STREET LIGHTING

Using solar
lighting, the County will be able to provide an efficient, reliable, economically sound
solar street light structure. This will improve the County road transportation network
in a cost effective and environmentally friendly manner and can be installed in a
short time, giving many years of trustworthy use with minimum required
maintenance,” said Charlie Butros, Director of Public Works.
